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Meeting Minutes for March 3, 2015

I. Call to Order

II. Approval of the Minutes from November 12, 2014 Meeting: Member Korth made a motion to approve the board minutes from November 2014. Member Ring seconded the motion. Motion was approved unanimously.

III. Motion to nominate State Representative Adam Neylon as Chairman was made by Member Davis. Motion was seconded by Member Ring. Motion was approved unanimously.

Motion to nominate State Senator Howard Marklein as Vice Chairman was made by Chairman Neylon. Motion was seconded by Member Korth. Motion was approved unanimously.

IV. Office of Business Development (Joe Knilans & Nancy Mistele): Joe and Nancy reviewed the new website (OneStop) that will be officially launched in the near future https://app.wi.gov/onestop. They discussed how Wisconsin took the lead from states Kentucky and Utah on their efforts to make a OneStop business portal for in their states. The various tools and information that will be added to OneStop was covered. OneStop is intending on having licensing information, permit information, additional cost information to comply with state regulations, and other services and information for businesses. OneStop will have links to most other state agencies and information about how other state agency websites can help businesses. OneStop will be funded by program revenue. OneStop is a partnership with Wisconsin Interactive Network (WIN). OneStop will have a login portal for businesses where their information will be saved, along forms the business has filled out. Chairman Neylon asked a question about how security of the sensitive information was asked by Chairman Neylon. Nancy replied that it will be handled by the partnership between the state and WIN. Member Korth asked a question about how marketing/spreading awareness for the website will be handled. Nancy replied that all the specifics haven’t been finalized but it would be a collaborative effort.

V. State Representative Joan Ballweg gave an overview of the Red Tape Review initiative that she is spearheading. Representative Ballweg explained that the initiative is reviewing all 17,000+ Administrative Code Chapters to identify unnecessary regulatory burdens that are being forced on businesses. There were several Red Tape Review rollout meetings in February 2015 across Wisconsin, Legislators representing areas near the rollout meetings joined Rep. Ballweg at the roundtable sessions. Rep. Ballweg explained how multiple bills were generated after the meetings. Also additional legislative proposals geared toward removing unnecessary burdens on businesses will be farmed out to legislators interested in authoring them during the legislative session.

Member Korth suggested that state agencies consult with or employ individuals familiar with the industry and business that the state agency regulates and deals with on a regular basis. Member Korth suggested that this would help ensure the agency individuals dealing with businesses are familiar with the industry and could help employ common sense is employed when dealing with businesses. A general discussion broke out about what state agencies do with the records, licenses, permits, and documents submitted by businesses. The rules that pertain to the documents collected, Records Retention Disposition Authorization, was briefly brought up. Joe brought up that possibility of giving some flexibility to the Dept. of Revenue regarding audits, this would help ensure common sense practices are used in dealing with businesses.      Nancy brought up that state agencies don’t have a specific deadline or date that they have to complete follow ups with businesses, however, businesses have specific deadlines or dates that they have to comply with state agencies.
 
VI. Office of Business Development (Joe Knilans & Nancy Mistele): Joe and Nancy passed out and explained the Office of Business Development report on the number of cases that were created and resolved from dates October 1, 2014 through February 27, 2015. Board Members expressed their support for having similar reports at future SBRRB meetings.

VII. Office of Business Development (Joe Knilans & Nancy Mistele): Joe and Nancy passed out and explained the Proposed Rule Change by the Department of Safety and Professional Services relating to mechanical ventilation systems for minor repair garages.

VIII. Adjourn: Member Korth made a motion to Adjourn. Member Davis seconded the motion. Motion to adjourn approved unanimously.
